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1. Introduction

1.1 The primary purpose of the Settlement Hierarchy Study is to assess the
existing sustainability of the District
most to the least sustainable. The Settlement Hierarchy Study (February
2018) identifies any changes to the data upon which the Settlement
Hierarchy Study (April 2015) is based. It was noted in the 2015 study that
the data upon which the hierarchy is based reflects the position at a point
in time. It is therefore reasonable to re-examine the data to determine the
2018 hierarchy and how that varies since the 2015work.

1.2 This update follows the same methodology as the 2015 study; examining a
range of key factors that underpin the sustainability of a place to enable a
reasoned and objective assessment to be reached. The study considers
each settlement 6 s s u s lbased ondohrikdy fattors:

population,

employment,

services / facilities and
public transport services.
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1.3 Settlements are given a score which relates them to the highest performing
settlement in each aspect. As the methodology for obtaining a score for
each sustainability factor is different, the methodology for each is explained
in the respective sections. The scores are then added together to give each
settlement a final sustainability score that is relative to other settlements
within the Di st ri ct . This wildl highlight any
position within the hierarchy to inform the Publication Local Plan for
Bolsover District.

1.4 The 2015 study determined a list of settlements to be assessed, based
on the methodology that can be found in appendix 1. This list of
settlements formed the basis for the Development Envelopes Review.
The Development Envelopes Revi ew examined the Dist
settlement frameworks, which have now been labelled development
envelopes, and extends to allocate envelopes to some employment and
service areas. However, that review considered further settlements that
were on the border of meeting the criteria to be eligible for a
development envelope. One of the outcomes of this work was that
Stanfree, due to the extent of its fragmented nature and having no clear
centre, would not have a development envelope in the future. The full
details of this can be seen in the 6 &velopment Envelope Reviewd w.o r k

1.5 Consequently, Stanfree is now to be classed as a small settlement
within the countryside, and that decision has led to Stanfree also being
excluded from this study. The data that related to Stanfree has been
moved into the countryside category. Therefore, all settlements that now
have a development envelope are also included in the settlement hierarchy,

and there are no settlements within the hierarchy that do not have a
development envelope.

The Development Envelope Review will also have other implications on this
study. For exampl e, where a sett
population can be considered as living in the countryside rather than in a
settlement, or vice versa. Ribbon development between the settlements of
Bolsover and Shuttlewood, and Newton and Blackwell, has been removed
from development envelopes, which will impact upon respective
settl ementsd dat a.

This 2018 study will look at each of the four key sustainability factors in turn,
comparing the 2015 findings to the current situation, and highlighting any
changes identified. The study will then conclude by drawing together the
scores from each factor to give each settlement its new sustainability score
and position within the settlement hierarchy, looking at the implications that
any identified changes may have.

It is recognised and accepted that this is not an exact or specific science
and factors can change quite rapidly, for example public transport routes.
However, it is considered to be a reasonable and proportional approach to
seeking to understand all of the settlements within the district and their
relative sustainability.

The 23 settlements included in the new settlement hierarchy are as follows:

2. Policy Context

National

2.1 The UK Government was the first government to produce a sustainable
development strategy in response to the Rio Summit that took place 1992.
This 1994 strategy was reviewed and led to the publication of the UK
Sustainable Development Strategy: Securing the Future in March 2005.

2.2 The UK Sustainable Development Strategy: Securing the Future sets out
five guiding principles of sustainable development, namely:

Living Within Environmental

Ensuring a Strong, Healthy and Just Society
Achieving a Sustainable Economy
Promoting Good Governance

Using Sound Science Responsibly
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2.3 The UK Sustainable Development Strategy is carried forward into the
planning system through the National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF),
which stresses that the purpose of the planning system is to help achieve
sustainable development based on the three dimensions of economic,
social and environmental issues.

2.4 The NPPF continues by stating that these roles should not be taken in
isolation because they are mutually dependent. In relation to this study the
important points addressed are:

1) planning should actively manage patterns of growth to make the fullest
possible use of public transport, walking and cycling, and focus significant
development in locations which are or can be made sustainable;

2) authorities should recognise town centres as the heart of their communities
and pursue policies to support their viability and vitality, defining a network
and hierarchy of centres that is resilient to anticipated economic changes;

3) plans and decisions should ensure developments that generate significant
movement are located where the need to travel will be minimised and the
use of sustainable transport modes will be maximised;

4) key facilities such as primary schools and local shops should be located
within walking distance of most properties.

2.5 This national policy overview identifies the key points that need to be taken
into account when setting out a methodology to assess the existing
sustainability of the Districtébés settle

Local
2.6 Local policy also needs to be taken into account when setting out a
met hodol ogy t o assess t he existing S

settlements. The 2015 Settlement Hierarchy Study drew upon principles

from the Bolsover District Local Plan adopted in February 2000, which
predates the UK Sustainability Development Strategy, but still set out aims
directed at sustainability:

1) To encourage energy efficiency and influence the location and design of
development to reduce energy wastage and encourage the use of
energy efficient means of transport.

2) To minimise pollution and reduce the extent to which current and future
uses of land may be affected by pollution.

3) To reduce consumption of non-renewable resources, including fossil
fuels and land.

4) To conserve and enhance biodiversity.

5) To encourage the development and use of renewable resources.

6) To restore, conserve and enhance local environmental quality.

The Council has also integrated policies aimed at achieving sustainability
in line with the National Planning Policy Framework into the Consultation
Draft Local Plan (CDLP), which the 2015 Settlement Hierarchy Informed.
The NPPF has also been considered when preparing other evidence base
documents such as when assessing the sustainability of residential and
employment sites in the Land Availability Assessments (LAA).

This 2018 Settlement Hierarchy Study forms part of the updating of this
evidence base to inform the Publication Local Plan.



3. Population

3.1 Whilst the population of a settlement may be seen as an arbitrary measure
of sustainability, scoring settlements by the size of their population does
take account of where larger quantities of people live and as a result where
larger numbers of people start their journey to work, shops, services and
facilities from.

3.2 Due to the way the market works and the way public services are planned,
the larger settlements often have more of the journey destinations as well,
such as shops and services. So, whilst this is actually assessed separately,
the larger asettlement 6 s popul ation the greater t
both start and finish within the same settlement.

3.3 Il n addition, the | arger a settl ementds
that its population will sustain those shops and services and potentially
support new ones. Also, by using population as an indicator it is possible
to see how a settlementdés popul ation sc
facilities score, so informing decisions about future growth.

3.4 Lastly, in terms of impact, the larger the settlement the less impact, socially
and physically, a new extension to it will have.

3.5 Population data is available both from primary sources, such as Census
counts, and from secondary statistic modelling that draws upon Census
data and household data.

3.6 The 2011 Census records the population of Bolsover District as 75,900 on
the 27" March 2011. The data set recorded by this snapshot provides a
primary source when looking to identify the population for individual
settlements, but as the Census records data in Output Areas which do not
always align with settlement boundaries, it is not always easily translatable.
It is also now around 7 years old and therefore becoming out of date.

3.7 To overcome these difficulties, secondary statistical modelling is often used
drawing upon other data sources. In preparing its population information for
the study, the Council has drawn upon Council Tax property records from
April 2011 to obtain both the number of properties in a settlement, as
defined by the Bolsover District Local Plan settlement frameworks, and the
occupancy rate for the settlement.

3.8 To obtain the population figures in the 2015 study, the number of properties
was multiplied by the estimated household size for each Parish provided by
the 2011 Census data to obtain population figures for each settlement. The
sum of these figures was cross-checked against the Census 75,900 figure
and was found to have a very small margin of divergence (0.64%). Based
on the strength of this extremely close alignment, the population figures for
each settlement were adjusted slightly to correct this minor divergence.



3.9 To update this 2011 data, the number of housing completions in each
settlement between 2011 and 2014, as adjusted by the appropriate
occupancy rate, was added to the 2011 data. This new total was multiplied
by the estimated household size for each Parish provided by the 2011
Census data to obtain updated population figures for each settlement.

3.10 To enable the estimated populations of each settlement to be updated for
the 2018 study, the calculations spreadsheet used in the 2015 study has
been adapted to include the number of dwellings gained / lost since the
2015 data (obtained using the O6resi del
reportso) and c h a m gfe dwellimge braudhte by tha mb e
Development Envelopes Review. This has included the removal of Stanfree
from the settlement list as well as ribbon development being removed from
the settlement figures between Bolsover and Shuttlewood, and Blackwell
and Newton. These changes have significantly increased the estimated
population of the countryside.

3.11 This study update also uses the same occupancy rates and estimated
average household sizes used in the 2015 study, which are based on the
2011 data. It is expected that there would be negligible changes to this data
with no significant impact on the results of this study update. The study
therefore inputs the new number of dwellings data into the existing
calculations to determine the new estimated population figures at March
2017. The full calculations table can be found in Appendix 2.

3.12 Table 1 below shows the estimated population by settlement at March 2015
and March 2017, with the final column showing population increases in
green and decreases in red:

now dropped to the third highest. It has seen far less development than the
other towns / emerging towns of Shirebrook, South Normanton and Clowne,
and also had the ribbon development along Shuttlewood Road removed
from the settlement framework, giving a reduction in population overall.

Clowne has seen the largest population increase of any settlement due to
the quantum of new development. The other settlements with notable
changes are Newton, Blackwell and Shuttlewood; where ribbon
development has been excluded from settlement boundaries and added to
the countrysi,dadMNew Houghtor; svitich dias not been
affected by boundary changes but has seen the completion of new
development. The District as a whole has seen a population increase of
2,471 between March 2015 and March 2017.

As Shirebrook is now the settlement with the highest estimated population,
its population has been broken down into deciles and each settlement has
been given a score out of 10 relating to the decile it falls within, as shown
in table 2 below:

3.16  The only settlements that have seen a change in score from the 2015 study
are Clowne and Pinxton. Clowne has increased from a score of 7 to 8 and
Pinxton has decreased from a score of 5 to 4. This demonstrates that in
general the population changes have not led to any significant restructure
oftheDi strictbés settlements in terms of t
will be little impac t on any swveralltnkwe sustamabiitg scores
from this element of the study.

3.17 The weighting given to the population score remains at 25% of a

The availability of employment opportunities in a settlement is an important

factor when assessing a settlIThisnent 6s

recognises that jobs are a major journey generator and that if these are
located close to where people live there is a greater chance people can use
more sustainable modes of transport to get to work.

This approach also reflects the economic role outlined in the National
Planning Policy Framework and as implemented locally when assessing
proposals for new residential developments on their walking distance from
key employment sites or local jobs.

Employment data is available from a range of sources but NOMIS provide
the most up-to-date data via the Business Register Employment Survey
(BRES).

Since the 2015 Settlement Hierarchy study was carried out, the data used
to calculate the approximate number of jobs, obtained from BRES has been
updated. The study update therefore benefits from 2016 data opposed to
the 2013 data used in the previous study.

The data set recorded by this snapshot provides information by Lower
Super Output Areas (LSOAS), which is rounded up or down to the nearest
hundred. As a result, the information does not easily correspond to
settlement boundaries.

In view of this, the information has needed to be allocated to settlements
based on a judgement of known employment areas and utilising the revised
settlement boundaries (development envelopes). This situation will involve
some jobs in countryside locations being attributed to the settlement or
settlements in the same ward but it is considered that the number of
instances in which this occurs is limited.

I n Iine with BRES restrictions on
have been rounded to the nearest hundred or in the case of some smaller
settlements, put in a range, to disable the potential ability to identify the
number of employees at a particular company.

The BRES 2016 estimated number of full time and part-time employees
within Bolsover District is 31,820. Table 3 shows how this is distributed
between the settlements, with increases from the 2015 study shown in
green and decreases shown in red.

5.9 As the figures in the table are rounded to the nearest hundred, it is not
possible to distinguish the exact amount of change per settlement. South
Normanton remains the settlement with the highest number of employees
and the hierarchy of settlements in terms of highest to lowest number of
employees remains the same as in the 2015 study.

5.10 Barlborough is the settlement with the highest increase in employees since
the 2015 study and Shirebrook and Bolsover are the only settlements that
have seen (small) decreases. Bramley Vale / Doe lea has been classed as
one settlement in the Development Envelope Review and therefore in this
study too.

The provision of shops, services and other community facilities within a
settlement is obviously important is assessingas et t | ement 0s
ranking. Recognition is given to the fact that shops and facilities such as
schools and doctors surgeries are major journey generators and that if
these are located close to where people live there is a greater chance
people can use more sustainable modes of transport to access them.

This approach reflects the emphasis within the NPPF that authorities should
recognise town centres as the heart of their communities and locally, when
assessing proposals for new residential developments, on their walking
distance from shops or schools.

The update to this section of the study, the same scoring system has been
used as the 2015 study. The list of facilities and individual points for these
facilities is as follows:

Primary, Junior or Infants School; Secondary School;
Doctordos Surgery; Pharmacy,;
or a Community Centre / Village Hall

Dentist; Library; Day Nursery / Pre-School; Recreation
Ground / Sports Pitch or Equipped Play Areas

3 to 7 points Convenience Food Store or General Stores Shop

In establishing this points system, it is noted that a judgement needs to be
made on the relative importance of these facilities. Given the purpose of

sust

thisstudyistoassess the existing sustainabil.i

more points have been awarded to those services and facilities that a
community need to use more regularly. As a result, if a settlement offers
that facility, meaning that people living there would not need to travel
elsewhere to access that facility, its overall sustainability score benefits.

It should be noted that whilst all of these facilities are beneficial, the Council
considers that settlements do not need to have all of the facilities to be
considered suitable for development. However, the more facilities the
settlement has, the more sustainable it can be considered to be.

It should also be noted that the study does not look at the quality of services

and facilities, their levels of usage or the relative ease of access to them by
different modes of transport.

For the 2015 study, data on the provision of shops, services and other
facilities was collected via surveys of each of the settlements during March
2015. In order to establish any changes in the provision of services and
facilities since the 2015 study, Non-Residential Gains and Losses Reports
have been examined. This has allowed the previous list of services and
facilities to be updated rather than the need to completely resurvey the
District. The audit performed for the 2015 study can be found at appendix
3.

It is recognised that these reports do not capture all changes; for example,
where a D1 (non-residential institutions) or D2 (assembly and leisure) class
use is lost or gained and the planning application does not incorporate any
class A, B or C uses. These types of use changes are generally less
common and have been identified through discussions with Officers to
ensure changes are captured.

Many service or facility changes may not be listed in the update as they fall
within the same use class; e.g. one retail outlet to another, and therefore
may not require planning permission and are not captured in Non-
Residential Gains and Losses Reports. These would not impact upon a

Like in the 2015 s t-af-deptre and bue-of-ODwngdtall i ct 0 s

centres have been allocated to the settlement that they are most closely
associated with. This has seen the East Midlands Designer Outlet, which is
principally a regional shopping centre, being allocated to South Normanton
on the basis that it is within the settlement framework covering South
Normanton, Pinxton and the Castlewood Employment Area and is most
closely associated with South Normanton given its proximity to the Ball Hill
area of South Normanton.

On a similar basis, the comparison goods shops that are part of the Dobbies
complex at Barlborough have been allocated to Barlborough.

Where a service or facility may no longer be within a Development
Envelope due to the Development Envelopes Review, the service or facility
is still attributed to the settlement that it used to be within. This is because

whil st t he review defines the settl

change how a service or facility is used by a population just because it lies
beyond an urban boundary. The instances of this are minimal. An example
of this is Almora Cattery on Shuttlewood Road that is now classed as
countryside, but continues to be
facilities.

Despite these, the influence of these decisions is relatively minimal given
the approach taken to awarding settlements points, as set out in table 6.

5.15 From the table, it is evident that there has been little significant change
throughout the District. The change that has occurred has generally been
within the larger settlements with the majority of settlements being
unaffected.

5.16 The largest single changes have been the loss of Clowne College and
Creswell Leisure Centre, losing each respective settlement 5 points.
Shirebrook, which was identified as the highest scoring settlement for
services and facilities in the 2015 study maintains its position by also having
the largest score increase with 5 points. South Normanton and Barlborough
have also received slight score increases whilst Bolsover, Clowne, Creswell
and Pinxton have received slight decreases. Overall, the score increases
equal the score decreases, therefore the District as a whole maintains the
same level of services and facilities provision, as calculated by the
methodology of this study.

The availability of public transport services from a settlement is a factor

when assessing a settl| emeé&hmstredognisesuhatt ai nab

buses and trains offer mass transportation systems, reducing the
consumption of resources per journey per person as well as helping reduce
congestion. This is clearly more sustainable.

It also reflects the emphasis within the NPPF that authorities should actively
manage patterns of growth to make the fullest possible use of public
transport, walking and cycling and as implemented locally when assessing
proposals for new residential developments on their walking distance from
bus stops or railway stations.

To update this section of the Settlement Hierarchy Study, the current public
transport service provision (at November 2017) has been compared with
that in the 2015 study. Data on the current availability has been obtained
by analysis of bus and train timetables. It was found that whilst there have
been many minor amendments to the timetables during this time, there has
been little significant change. The full current provision can be found at
appendix 4.

The most significant changes are the cancellation of bus service numbers
122 and the 9.2 in the Trent Bart
122 served Shirebrook, Langwith and Whaley Thorns and number 9.2
served South Normanton.

The services have been scored using the same categories as the 2015
study (frequency of services Monday 1 Saturday), but it was noted that
some services fitted in more than one category.

6.8 The table shows that whist most scores remain the same, some have
decreased and no scores have increased. The most significant changes
are in Langwith, Shirebrook and South Normanton, where a service
cancellation in both directions has considerably reduced their scores.
Whilst Whaley Thorns has also seen a service cancelled, its position at the
beginning / end of the route has meant that only one deduction has been
made from its score and thus limiting the impact.
6.9 Shirebrook, Whaley Thorns, Creswell and Whitwell have a train station on

the Robin Hood Line. This train service continues to contribute 8 points to
each of their scores as it did in the 2015 study. In the 2015 study, Langwith
was also included as being served by a train station. This was due to the
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station at Whaley Thorns being (and is still) referred to as the Langwith
Whaley Thorns Station on the East Midlands Trains timetable, and because
it can be accepted that the Station does serve both settlements, since the
station in Langwith closed many years ago. In this study update, whilst
acknowledging the above points, the train station has been removed from

6.10 Consistent with the 2015 study, the settlement with the highest score for its
public transport services has had its score divided into deciles and each
settlement is given the score relating to which decile its score falls within.
The settlement with the highest score is still Shirebrook but its reduced
score of 31 alters the decile ranges. As there are more settlements scoring
around the top of the range, the lowest group was the one chosen to
accommodate four scores and the rest three.

6.11 Table 8 below shows the new scores. Settlements highlighted in green have
moved up in the scoring groups from the 2015 study and settlements in red
have moved down:

It is important to remember that this scoring system is relative to the best
scoring settlement, which has had its public transport provision score
significantly reduced since the last study. Therefore, whilst most
settl ements have moved up into hi
score has increased and as a whole the total score has dropped by around
10%.

The settlements where the public transport score has changed the most are
Bolsover; moving up 3 groups, and Langwith, Pleasley, Clowne,
Barlborough, and Pinxton; moving down two groups.

The majority of settlements follow the same hierarchy as in the 2015 study
in terms of public transport provision, especially at the lower end of the
range. As with the 2015 study, the findings show that generally speaking
the more populated settlements have higher scores for public transport
services. The exceptions to this are Pleasley and Langwith which have
smaller populations but which benefit from being on main bus routes due to

their geographical locations. Whi | st Langwithos scor e

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7. Conclusions

7.1 The findings of this study give a new hierarchy of the relative sustainability

7.3 Langwith has lost its place in the hierarchy to Whitwell due to its reduction
in its public transport score. Pleasley has moved above Whaley Thorns
due to the increase in its transport score. New Houghton also now scores
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lower than Scarcliffe. Hodthorpe and Palterton now score the same as New
Houghton and Hilcote remains at the bottom of the sustainability hierarchy.

Implications

7.4 The Districtdés towns, emerging towns a
remain the most sustainable settlements under this methodology, which
continues to support the emerging Local

7.5 The top 3 settlements in the hierarchy clearly score significantly higher
than the others and are considered to be the towns: Bolsover,
Shirebrook and South Normanton (an emerging town) within the District.

7.6 However, further consideration was given to Clowne, which whilst
placed fourth, and closer to lower order settlements in terms of scores,
has seen significant growth and development of facilities in recent years.

7.7 Clowne has recently seen more investment in its retail provision
(through developments such as Tesco, Aldi and Wilko) than any other
area within the District.

7.8 It has also had its leisure provision greatly improved through extensions
to existing facilities, and the creation of new facilities including a 25m
swimming pool. As there was already some provision before, the vast
i mprovement to | eisure provision does
within the study.

7.9 However, these retail and leisure offers are significantly better than in
any other centre, including those to be recognised as towns. On that
basis, and given the known demand for development opportunities in
this area, it was clearly a location to consider for further growth. The
proposed strategic site for Clowne in the Local Plan will increase
employment opportunities within the settlement; the sustainability factor
which Clowne currently scores the lowest on. This will increase
Clownedés sustainability further, and
emerging towns within the District.

7.10 After these four settlements at the top of the hierarchy, the settlements
defined as large villages in the CDLP (Barlborough, Pinxton, Creswell,
Tibshelf and Whitwell) rare the next five settlements in the hierarchy,
leaving the settlements defined at small villages at the bottom of the
hierarchy.

7.11 The new hierarchy therefore continues to support the spatial strategy
set out in the CDLP. Whilst South Normanton scores highest in the
hierarchy, it continues to be classed as an emerging town, rather than
town, due to the physical constraints around the settlement that limit the
amount of development that can take place.

There are no findings in this 2018 study to suggest that any changes to
the spatial strategy are required due to sustainability considerations.

It is still noted that the position of a settlement within the hierarchy does not
mean that the Council will not direct growth to that settlement, as other
factors such as environmental and deliverability constraints, which are not
considered within this study will need to be taken into account. The right
kind of development can help a settlement become more sustainable if
done through a carefully planned approach. It is also quite possible that
through a planned approach a lower scoring settlement could become more
sustainable if growth also generated more services, community facilities,
employment opportunities and potentially better public transport services.

Finally, as with the previous study, the data upon which the hierarchy is
based reflects the position at a particular point in time. Therefore, the
hierarchy is not static and the Council will update the Settlement Hierarchy
Study with the latest available data when necessary.

In 2000, the settlements in the countryside had low amounts of dwellings and few
services, if any. However, all settlements were re-considered to determine which
settlements in principle have a minimum level of sustainability that should be further
assessed in the study. The following standard* was used -

A settlement should meet three of the four following criteria to be included in the study:

! This standard is based on a similar standard used in the Settlement Hierarchy Study (2011). This document provided
evidence for the Local Plan Strategy which was withdrawn in 2013 along with all of its supporting evidence documents.
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1 Be compact (i.e. not comprised of fragmented, disparate blocks of
development and mainly consist of a continuous form of development
1 Have a population of 500 or more;

1 Have a community facility such as a primary school or a community
centre (including a Public House, Mi 1
be used for a community gathering);

1 Have public transport providing access to a larger settlement with at least
1 service in each of the 2 peak periods (8am-10am and 4pm to 6pm
Monday to Saturday).

All settlements were assessed against this standard and the results are shown in the
table on the following page. All of the settlements in the countryside failed to meet
the standard. Bentinck is the only settlement with a settlement framework in the
adopted local plan that fails to meet the above standard. The settlements in the
countryside and Bentinck have therefore been excluded from the study.

Based on the policy context, it is considered that the following sustainability factors

need to be taken into account when setting out a methodology to assess the existing
sustainability ofthe Di st ri ct 6s settl ements that meet th
of sustainability:
